Providing Hope in Times of Need

On September 11, 2001, terrorists crashed Flight 77 into the Pentagon, killing the 59 passengers
on board the aircraft and 125 military and civilian personnel who were working inside the
Pentagon. Shortly after the attack, the United States Congress authorized the Secretary of

Defense to create a permanent memorial on the grounds of the Pentagon.

The Pentagon Memorial park consists of 184 memorial units, each of which are dedicated to an
individual victim by its unique placement within the collective field. The field is organized as a
timeline of the victims' ages, spanning from the youngest, three-year-old Dana Falkenberg, to
the oldest, 71-year-old John D. Yamnicky. Each memorial unit is located on its respective age
line-thin metal strips that cross the memorial park. This ordering develops a powerful
understanding of the broad range of the lives lost, from the youngest child to the oldest adult.

The "terrazzo" finish of each memorial unit rises dramatically from the ground on one end, and
on the other end hovers over a small pool of lighted water in the surrounding gravel field of the
park. Each unit has a specific directionality to distinguish victims on board Flight 77 from
victims within the Pentagon.

The memorial units representing the 59 lives lost on Flight 77 face so that when reading the
name of the victim to whom that unit is dedicated, the visitor to the memorial park faces the
sky. When standing at a memorial unit dedicated to a victim who was inside the Pentagon, the
visitor will see the victim's name and the Pentagon in the same view.

The simple but elegant memorial units are at once a glowing light pool, a cantilevered bench
and a place for permanent inscription of each victim's name. The interplay between the leaves
of surrounding maple trees, light, bark, footpath gravel, grasses, water and the senses provides

an experience in the park that is touching and moving, one that creates a place of peace and

remembrance, and allows for individual interpretation by each visitor. The Pentagon Memorial,
therefore, serves a much greater purpose than just remembering the 184 people who were killed
that day. This memorial provides a place for future generations to remember and reflect on

September 11, and its significance for us and our nation. This memorial is a place of solace

where visitors can renew their faith in, and commitment to the values that we all share.

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Artist Paints Tribute to 9/11 Victims

WASHINGTON, Sept. 10, 2005 — Coming equipped with his paintbrushes, artist Keith Beihle arrived at
the Pentagon on Sept. 9 to finish his tribute painting to the victims who died in the Sept. 11, 2001,
terrorist attack on the building.

The painting, which Beihle began in late
July, features the likeness of all the 184
individuals who perished when terrorists
slammed American Alrines Flight 77 into
the Pentagon at 9:39 a.m. that day.

Beihle said the expenence of completing
the portrait in the Pentagon was both
uplifting and emotional. "I've had so many
people come by and tell me emotional
storles about some of the people fm
painting. | had tears coming to my eyes
and they were crying," he said

The idea was *to try to get paople to
understand all the differant ways there are 1o see the samae thing,* he said,

The 2004 axhibit prompted David Minyard. the founder of the Eagle's Watch Foundation, 1o approach
Baihle about doing a painting to honor these who died i the Pentagon on Sept. 11 and to genarate
funds for the foundation.

The foundation's purpose is to bring hope and encouragement to those who lost loved ones in the
Pantagon attack, Mnyard sad. The foundation also helps maintan the America’s Heroes Memornial
Inside the building. The memonal contains large black tablets etched with all of the names of those
who were killed.

"Our plan Is to make prints of the painting available for purchase to support the foundation's mission of
providing hope in times of need to those defending freedom,” Minyard said.

Beile, 36 and a Florida native, has spent most of the past six years in Los Angeles. He's been
drawing most of his life and went to art school stralght out of high school. Like a lot of artists, he often
supplements his income with handyman jobs, he said.

The Army recently commissioned Beihle to go to Irag In October to paint portraits of American
soldiers.

"It seems that lately I'm doing less-and-less handyman work, and a lot more painting,” he sald.
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America Supports You: ‘Eagle’s Watch Foundation' Supports Troops, Families

WASHINGTON, March 5, 2007 - The "Eagle’s Watch Foundation” maintains a low-flying profile as it
employs a bird's-eye view in finding ways to support U.S. servi bers and their families.

Established on June 6, 2003 -- the anniversary of D-Day - the foundation sponsors celebrity visits to
wounded servicemembers, sends care packages to deployed troops. and performs many other
military morale-building deeds, said David E. Minyard, the non-profit foundation’s president and chief
executive officer.

Myriad contacts keep him in touch with the needs of military members and their families, Minyard said.
“There needs to be someone that can react quickly to the needs of those defending freedom,” he said.

The foundation partners with the America Supports You campaign, a Defense Department-sponsored
program highlighting the ways Americans are supporting the nation's servicemembers.

“America Supports You helps remind citizens of the service performed by and sacrifices of U.S.
servicemembers as they defend the nation against terrorism,” Minyard said.

Eagle's Watch usually eschews publicity for the many good deeds it has undertaken on behalf of
servicemembers and their families, Minyard, a Pentagon civilian employee and a former special

“If we're doing something good, someone else can beat the drum,” he said.

The foundation also helped furnish residences of wounded servicemembers; chartered buses to take
wounded servicemembers and their families to sporting events; provided military families all-
expenses-paid "get-away” vacations; and paid for the instaliation of five stained-glass windows inside
the Pentagon's Sept. 11, 2001, Memorial Chapel.

Minyard routinely visits military bases, like Fort Bragg, N.C., to cheer servicemembers with presents
and food. And, he has donated thousands of dollars of his own money over the years to assist military
members and families who are in need.

Another Eagle’s Watch project involves a 4-by-5-foot painting of the Pentagon that includes images
and names of the 184 people who died during the Sept. 11, 2001, attack. Minyard said he has
personally paid $500 to $800 for several duplicates of the painting that have been sent to U.S. military
commands worldwide,

“I'd like people to just focus on the images and the building,” Minyard said. ‘| feel that it keeps people's
minds sharp to remember 9-11."

Art Horn, Minyard's friend, assists Eagle’s Watch as the foundation’s r director. "He just
asked If | could help him, and so I've been volunteering time as | can,” said Horn, who is also a DoD
civilian employee.

“Providing hope in times of need” describes the foundation’s work as well as the ideology of its
founder, Hom said.

“He just finds and helps those that he meets, whether it is in the Pentagon or wherever he is at,” Horn
said of his friend.

U.S. servicemembers should know that “what they're doing is important to us and that we support
them and are behind them 100 percent,” Horn said.
